Security Forces Officer

An Air Force Security Forces Officer is primarily responsible for a wide range of security tasks, which include:
Antiterrorism
Weapon systems
Military working dog functions
Air Base Defense
Combat Arms

Air Force Security Forces Officers are the Air Force equivalent to a civilian police officer. Security Forces are respdosible
overseeing:
Tactical drills
Convoys
Battle procedures
Antiterrorism duties
Other special duties

Air Force Security Forces Officers are required to have a general understanding of general law enforcement knowledge in addi-
tion to management abilities and ugo-date technological knowledge. A degree in sociology, criminology, police administration,
or criminal justice is highly recommended, but not required. Security Forces are needed at every air base, so the demairad for
Security Forces Officer is high. A Security Forces Officer career can translate easily into the civilian world after sesicer.

The basic pay grade for a Security Forces Officer depends on rank. The pay starts at $2500+/month.

Intelligence Officer

Air Force Intelligence Officers are primarily responsible for gathering and interpreting information of important value,
usually pertaining to any and all potential enemies. This information can come from any available sources, such as magazines,
television, and newspapers of foreign countries. In order to gather this information, Intelligence Officers supervise edliste
personnel on intelligence gathering missions and retrieve any discovered information upon their return. This information can
be used to study and analyze a foreign enemyds |ifestyle a
national security. Intelligence Officers take gathered information and brief commanding officers so they may use the informa-
tion in future missions. Intelligence Officers also provide and receive information from other intelligence agencies, sudhas
Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) and the Central Intelligence Agency (CIA), and sometimes work together on joint mission
Due to the sensitive nature of certain missions, Intelligence Officers typically have a high level of security clearance.
