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For soil moisture prediction, it is very important to study the

distribution trends before choosing proper models. When we predict the

soil moisture distribution in a catchment or watershed, it may be better

to divide it into parts according to the position of valley and predict

them individually. This study, by modeling the soil moisture data in two

different ways, shows that the second first trend approach can fit the

data better and provide more detailed and reasonable prediction.
