In his lifetime of public service, President Clinton has demonstrated an unwavering commitment to humanitarian causes. Throughout his career, he has been dedicated to helping eradicate hunger, reduce poverty, and substantially improve the lives of people around the world. The work of the Clinton administration resulted in the lowest levels of poverty in 30 years, the development of innovative programs to help decrease hunger in the United States by providing easier access to food stamps and initiating school-breakfast programs, and tax cuts to help working families lift themselves out of poverty. While in office, President Clinton also supported programs to ensure human rights and improvements in the areas of health, education, and development around the world including the Global Food for Education Initiative, leading to significant school enrollment increases.

In his post-presidency, President Clinton founded the William J. Clinton Foundation to help strengthen the capacity of people to meet the challenges of global interdependence. Through seven diverse initiatives, President Clinton's work has inspired action in helping to bridge the gap between the rich and poor, prevent needless loss of life, bring people together, and find creative, sustainable solutions to the world's most pressing challenges. Specifically, the Alliance for a Healthier Generation works to improve nutrition among young people in the United States; the Clinton Global Initiative brings corporations, NGOs, and governments together to launch projects aimed at reducing hunger and improving nutrition for people around the world; and the Clinton Hunter Development Initiative and Clinton Giustra Sustainable Growth Initiative work to strengthen food production and nutrition in Africa and Latin America.
