Switch Upgrade List
Rick passed out an updated Switch Upgrade list

· 69 switches were installed last year

· 44 switches needed to complete upgrades

· 24 switches have not been used

· 3rd qtr. Upgrades are Nelson Phase 3, Biltmore, and DH Hill Phase 1

Rick said that anything on the list for 3rd quarter or after would be based on available funds.  He also stated that Research III, CVM Phase 3, and the Unity Labs would be upgraded this year with the switches that are on hand.

3. Wireless Deployment Plans

EGRC and Daniels to be done this summer.  We are working on developing some rules for prioritization, focus, etc. which will allow us to develop a proposal showing year-by-year deployment with maps, costs, etc.  That proposal will go through some process with the Colleges or Standards Committee or infrastructure subcommittee, etc. to get a final, methodical plan which we will then design and execute.
4. Data billing for FY 2002-2003

Jennifer stated that we would continue billing the way we have been in the past for the next fiscal year.  This is due to budget constraints and the reliability of the information in the QIP database for billing purposes.  A new funding model is being addressed at the Vice Provost level.

6. Emergency Patch Cords for LAN Administrators (except for NCS):

We received patch cords for both Cat5 and Cat6 buildings.  We will paint an orange stripe on them and distribute them soon.

7. UPS’s

Due to our previous manufacturer of UPS's being bought out, we are changing the standard models we will be installing in campus BDF and IDF’s.  Just like before, we will have a rackmount unit for most rooms, and a small freestanding unit to go on a shelf in very small BDF/IDFs.  Both are made by Powerware, which bought Best Power our previous manufacturer.

Here they are:

· Rackmount

PW5125-1500RM 120V, 1440VA, two-in-one model UPS system, black (Part # 05146669-5501).    

· Freestanding

PW5115-750 120V, 750VA, tower model UPS system, black (Part # 05146554-5501).  

The rackmount type has an SNMP card which can plugged in to allow remote monitoring.  We are going to order two, one for the NOC and one for Engineering to try out.  We will see if it works and should be considered for large scale deployment.  Perhaps just the BDF’s would get them.  

Powerware says they will keep making batteries for the old Best Power units for another 5 years so we should be good there.
