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Infrastructure Subcommittee
The Infrastructure Subcommittee has met 3 times since the previous report with a primary emphasis on a budget recommendation being presenting to the UITC today.  There are still several items of significant importance for this group to focus on including a method for funding additional network ports in existing buildings, the prioritization of wireless projects, and prioritizing funds for next year once a budget is set.

Telephony at NC State 

A Telephony Workgroup has been formed to investigate the future of telephony at NC State.  The current BellSouth contract expires in 2006 and with the maturation of IPT (IP Telephony) over the past 18-24 months, the timing is ideal for investigating alternatives.  The group is representative of campus with diverse participation and can develop a comprehensive list of functional requirements.  Technologies will be investigated and a recommendation made by the group regarding which solutions most efficiently meet functional needs.

Wireless hotspot survey
The vote for a hotspot initiative has been well-received by students with thousands of votes cast in the first two months.  As a result of this survey, hotspots will be installed this week in Carroll and Nelson.  By the end of January, hotspots will be installed in Nelson and Bowen.


Network access control 

Perfigo (http://www.perfigo.com/ )has been acquired by Cisco.  Perfigo is the product planned for ResNet authentication next fall with a pilot project in Greek Court this spring.  Over the holiday break, Perfigo was implemented as the system providing nomad authentication.

Campus cable system news
MTV-U will be added to the campus cable system early this spring.  This channel focuses on the university audience and MTV provides the service at no cost to NCSU.

UNC-OP music download pilot project
UNC-OP has negotiated a music download pilot which is underway for this spring involving both UNC-CH and NCSU.  The pilot will allow on-campus students to register with one of four vendors and obtain unlimited tethered downloads.  This project is being funded by the music industry and students will have the option of paying for continued service at the end of the semester.
