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Recent Updates

· Microsoft Office Campus Wide Licensing – OIT Software Licensing Management is continuing to work on a campus wide campus agreement for Microsoft Office.  Although there are currently ten campus agreements on campus, we are working with Microsoft to see what we will have to do to merge all agreements into one central agreement.  The result will be Microsoft Office 2007 coverage of all university owned computers as well as reduced pricing for all who currently participate in a campus agreement.  

Currently, the proposal from Microsoft will terminate existing campus agreement early so that one campus agreement can be created.  Although there will be no refund for early termination, there will be a discount during the first year of the agreement equal to what the refund would have been.  We will be meeting with Microsoft and SHI on January 14 to work out the details.  Afterwards, all campus agreement administrators will be brought together to discuss the process to hopefully make a central agreement a reality.

· TrendMicro AntiVirus -  OIT began distribution of TrendMicro’s OfficeScan, NC State’s new antivirus solution, on Monday, January 12.  Assuming all goes well, the Symantec Antivirus software will no longer be available beginning Friday, January 30, 2009.  OfficeScan can be downloaded from the following address:

· MySQL Enterprise License – Due to the efforts of the Center for Urban Affairs and Community Services, NC State now has a campus site license for MySQL Enterprise Server.  Campus can now access MySQL Enterprise Server from the Software@NC State web site at the following address:

· New Software Distributions – New software download distributions have been made available to campus.   Updated software now available for spring download is ArcGIS 9.3, SPSS 17 and Matlab 2008b.  Most software has a Windows, Macintosh and Linux distribution.   Mathematica 7 will become available by the end of January.
· New Software Licensing Management Team Member – Mark Harben joined OIT Software Licensing on September 2, 2008.  Coming from Farm Bureau, he brings to NC State many skills that will assist OIT in providing better software licensing services to campus.

NC State is currently renewing the following campus-wide software licensing agreement:

· SAS  - The current SAS license expired on December 31, 2008, but we are safely operating within our grace period as SAS finishes up the renewal.  Once SAS provides the licenses to NC State, we will make them available at http://www.ncsu.edu/software/download/sas  as well as make an announcement on the SAS Users’ Group mailing list.

NC State has recently renewed the following campus-wide software licensing agreements, all of which are paid for through partnerships with many colleges, departments and OIT:

· Autodesk  - The Autodesk (AutoCAD) renewal is now complete.

· SPSS – This renewal is now complete.

· The Mathworks – The Matlab renewal is complete.
