Oracle Corporate Time Licensing Discussions
Corporate Time was purchased last year by Oracle and currently NC State has 2500 licenses of CT (increasing to 3700) for faculty and staff. For some time there has been an interest in licensing a calendaring system for the entire campus - 38,500 licenses. We are in very early discussions & discovery as to what opportunities there might be for a campus-wide site license for CT and/or for their "Collaborative Suite of Products".
