Maple – The campus wide Maple license was renewed at the current level on April 25, 2007.

Oracle Collaboration Suite – The Oracle Collaboration Suite has been renewed at the current level.  The current maintenance period was set to expire on May 24, 2007.

ESRI – NC State is continuing participation in the system-wide ESRI agreement.  ESRI is the leader in GIS (geographic information system) software.  NC State is beginning its third year of the three year contract at a yearly cost of $20,000, a cost that is shared with several colleges and departments on campus.  This will provide ESRI products for download to all faculty, staff and students at no charge.

Mathematica – NC State is also continuing participation in the system-wide Mathematica agreement with Wolfram Research.   NC State is beginning its third year of the three year contract at a yearly cost of $25,000, a cost that is paid by ITD.  This will provide Mathematica to all faculty, staff and students, including home use.
