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Red Hat Renewal Still In Progress
The Red Hat subscription expired on March 31, 2006, and at that time the subscription had not yet been renewed due to negotiations between Red Hat and UNC-General Administration.  Red Hat extended NC State’s satellite server licenses until May 20 to give time for the renewal issues to be resolved.  UNC-GA indicates that the renewal negotiations should be finalized very soon.
Symantec Antivirus Renewal

ITD is finishing up the renewal of Symantec Antivirus which expires on June 26, 2006.  This renewal will continue to offer antivirus protection to all of NC State’s faculty, staff and students, including home use.

Current Software License/Maintenance Renewals

ESRI – NC State is continuing participation in the system-wide ESRI agreement.  ESRI is the leader in GIS (geographic information system) software.  NC State is beginning its second year of the three year contract at a yearly cost of $20,000, a cost that is shared with several colleges and departments on campus.  This will provide ESRI products to all faculty, staff and students.  Students can also purchase personal copies of ArcInfo, the most widely used ESRI product on campus, for $9.99 from the campus bookstore.
Mathematica – NC State is also continuing participation in the system-wide Mathematica agreement with Wolfram Research.   NC State is beginning its second year of the three year contract at a yearly cost of $25,000, a cost that is paid by ITD.  This will provide Mathematica to all faculty, staff and students, including home use.
Oracle Collaboration Suite – The Oracle Collaboration Suite will be renewed at the current level.  The maintenance period expires May 24, 2006.
