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Changes to email forwarding system implemented 
ITD Systems has implemented the proposed change to the email forwarding system approved by the University IT Committee on March 8, 2006.  As of April 3, any mail marked as spam by PureMessage will not be forwarded to off-campus email addresses. This change will only affect customers who have forwarding set up from their Unity accounts. It will help NC State University act as a more "net-friendly" institution and will help ensure that we are allowed to continue to send mail to off-campus service providers.   This was also implemented for the email list service.

New ITD Service –
New Unity accounts created as of May 2nd, 2006 will have a spam filtering rule in place. Any incoming email that has been tagged by PureMessage as spam (X-Spam-Flag: YES) will be automatically routed into a "SPAM" folder in the user's IMAP account. The user can then easily browse the filtered mail and delete it at their leisure. In addition, the accounts will have an email message inserted that explains the SPAM folder, how it should be used, and other links to useful information.

Revised end-of-life date for Windows 2000:  June 15
The end-of-life date for Windows 2000 is being extended by one month in order to accommodate the completion of a major upgrade to Windows XP by a campus group. This is a one-time extension.

Beginning the morning of June 16th, ITD Microsys will begin actively removing all Unity resources that are currently provided to Windows 2000 workstations.
