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Adobe Contractual Licensing Program
On May 5, 2005, NCSU has entered into a contract with UNC-General Administration to purchase all Adobe titles under the Adobe Contractual Licensing Program (CLP) from the vendor Flash 1 Services.  Since all North Carolina universities are participating in this CLP, UNC-GA was able to negotiate the lowest price level Adobe offers giving NC State the potential to save thousands of dollars.    Software acquired through the Adobe CLP is restricted for use by students, faculty and staff on any university owned computers.

Note:  There has been an announcement that Adobe will merge with Macromedia.  When this happens, Macromedia will become available under this CLP agreement, bringing additional savings to campus.

ESRI License

The UNC Office of the President has also signed an agreement with ESRI, a leader in GIS (geographic information system) software.  The three year contract has a yearly cost of $20,000 for NC State to participate and we will be able to provide the software to all faculty and staff.   
In the initial stages, all ESRI software will be distributed to interested colleges who will then distribute the software to their various departments and staff.
LabZapp
In April, ITD tested LabZapp, a Unity/Windows lab software choice-management web utility.  The purpose of the initial pilot project was to survey and collect feedback from NC State faculty and staff regarding software titles and versions that will be made available in the Unity/Windows lab environment.  The survey was open to the NC State community, and was targeted toward people responsible for maintaining Windows labs which use the Unity environment. Since the survey completed its collection phase on April 25, the results will be reviewed and made available soon.  

ITD Software Licensing Web Site Upgrade
