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Since the last UITC meeting, the Infrastructure Subcommittee has met once discussing a variety of topics.

One new item of particular interest – ComTech is beginning work on the next generation wiring standard (UWS 3.0).  Details of this year-long project were shared with the Infrastructure Subcommittee and the proposal was unanimously approved.  In parallel, UNC-GA is kicking off another iteration of the NetStudy group.  This group will look at not only physical layer but all aspects of networking with a goal of setting baseline standards system-wide.

As with many groups, the current budget situation has had a direct impact on our operations.  In general, we are continuing with maintenance activities related to current service but we are not provisioning new services billed to state funds.  Specifically, we are not accepting any orders against appropriated funds (including appropriated receipts) without explicit approval from the University Budget Office.
Since our last meeting, legacy GroupWise customers have all been migrated into the new WolfWise environment.  Work is in the final stages of testing to allow the migration of Oracle customers and based on the current plan we have a target date of June 5, 2009.  There are a number of training sessions taking place for IT support staff before the transition and a number of sessions for end users immediately following the migration. Our plan of mapping physical layer components to switch ports, utilizing a product named iTRACS, is moving forward at a rapid pace with almost 7,000 outlets mapped in 50 buildings.  The effort requires a visit by our team to each of the 30,000+ telecom outlets across campus and visits are being conducted on a building by building basis coordinated with both building liaisons and IT staff (LAN Admins).  This project has an estimated completion date of February 2010.  The latest information on this project is available at http://comtech.ncsu.edu/engineering/iTRACS/buildings.php .

Wireless networking availability continues to increase across campus.  Harris/Pullen and Joyner have been completed since the last UITC meeting.  While design work continues in 1911 Building, Ricks, Schaub, Daniels, and Carmichael Gym there is also now work underway in Burlington, Polk, and South Gardner.  The Infrastructure Subcommittee continues to determine the priority list (which may be viewed anytime by visiting wireless.ncsu.edu on the web).

IP Telephony is continuing to progress at a rate of approximately one building converted per week. Building Liaisons and Lan Admins are being contacted ahead of time to assist with coordinating the conversion and notifying customers.  To date, almost 4,700 lines have been converted.

ComTech has received and is evaluating responses to an RFP for an IP-based distribution system for video content.  This is on the heels of our continuing pilot project related to IPTV in academic buildings and will allow us to move forward with an expanded pilot (approximately 20 channels) in the residence halls in Fall 2009.
