· Microsoft Office Campus Wide Licensing – Microsoft Office is now available to all faculty and staff for installation on all university owned computers.  Office 2007 Enterprise for Windows and Office 2008 for Macintosh are available. · Adobe Contractual Licensing Program (CLP)- The Adobe CLP has been renewed for another two years, allowing faculty and staff to continue purchasing Adobe products and maintenance at the lowest pricing tier Adobe offers.  If your department or college currently owns Adobe products with maintenance, you will have until early September to renew your maintenance to continue your benefits.  If your department does not have maintenance, Adobe offers a six month window to purchase maintenance on any uncovered products when the CLP is renewed as long as there has not been a new version of the software released.

· Acrobat Professional Agreement – Several colleges and departments on campus have entered in an Adobe Term Site License for Adobe Acrobat 9.  The agreement is similar to Microsoft’s Campus Agreement.  With the Adobe Term Site License, colleges and departments can license Acrobat Professional for less than $9/ FTE.  Although this agreement is already in place, new colleges and departments can join at any time. · Microsoft Windows Site Licensing – A few colleges and departments have joined together to license Microsoft Windows (XP, Vista and eventually Windows 7) for all of their faculty and staff computers.
