ENTERPRISE APPLICATIONS UPDATE


EAS UITC Update, 05/14/08
A. Recent production accomplishments
1. The automatic de-provisioning of terminated employees has been implemented. 
2. ASAP was modified to utilize the new Information Security Acknowledgement form.
3. The new TEARS system is ready for 2008 effort report creation.

B. Financial Systems
1. Implementation of credit card payment for vouchers (E-Payables) is in unit testing.
2. Unit testing is in progress for the re-write of the Budget Management System (BMS) 
3. Summary MarketPlace journals are being developed to assist bookkeepers in the reconciliation process for MarketPlace journals.
4. The hours of availability for the Financial System have been extended to match those for the HR and Student Information Systems. Availability hours for all administrative applications can be found at : http://www.fis.ncsu.edu/etss/production_hours.asp. 
C. Human Resources

1. Human Resources has requested implementation of the Absence Management module to replace the current Web Leave system.  Development of requirements has begun.    
D. Student Administration

1. Information regarding the Student Information System (SIS) implementation can be found at 

http://www.ncsu.edu/sis. .  Functionality remaining to be implemented includes Student Records Class Schedule, Student Records Registration, Student Financials Tuition Calculation, Student Records Transcripts, Academic Advising, and Student Records Term End.  Systems testing is underway and will continue through June. Feedback from campus scheduling officers participating in Systems Testing has been positive. DARS (Degree Audit Reporting System) has been purchased to replace Undergraduate Academic Advising (legacy ADA system). Graduate Advising (legacy GARS system) will be replaced with a combination of delivered PeopleSoft Academic Advising and custom enhancements.  Acceptance testing for Class Scheduling is scheduled for July.  

Other SIS items:

1. College of Veterinary Medicine - The Supplemental Application is in testing. 
2. Photos in Campus Community - Full conversion is being tested.  Photos will be used initially for SIS Records Class Roster and Advising List, RecTrac, CCEURE
E. NelNet Implementations 

1.   User requirements gathering continues for applications to support new Giving Sites for Colleges of Engineering, Management, Natural Resources, and Humanities and Social Sciences, and Textiles.  These sites will include NelNet integrations and a consolidated tool for processing donations thru the Donor Records and Foundations Accounting processes.
