Proposed addition to Computer Use Regulation Section VI. Application of Public Records Law – Greg Sparks
NC State’s Executive Officers have recommended that the responsibility for preservation of e-mails be clarified.  As a result, the following addition to the Computer Use Regulation Section VI. is being proposed: 

 "As with hard-copy documents, e-mail users are responsible for the retention of e-mail messages

that have lasting or archival value in accordance with the N.C. Public Records Law." 
This language has been approved by Legal Affairs. It would be added to the existing Section VI, which reads as follows:

VI.  Application of Public Records Law

All information created or received for University work purposes and contained in University computing equipment files, servers or electronic mail (e-mail) depositories are public records and are available to the public unless an exception to the Public Records law applies.
