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Spam Assassin:

ITD Systems is in the process of folding SpamAssassin into the campus e-mail system.  The expected completion date is July 15.  SpamAssassin is a mail tagging tool that attempts to identify e-mail that is spam and mark it as such. The heuristic is unlikely to be 100 percent effective, but perhaps 80 percent or more of spam might be identified and marked for users.
