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The Security Subcommittee met formally on May 17th and June 21st.
Data Survey 

To get a better picture of what sensitive data is on campus and where it lives the Security Subcommittee is developing a data survey. We will be seeking help from University Planning and Analysis with design. We intend for this survey to serve several purposes. Foremost it will give us an idea of where initial effort needs to be spent in developing guidance for implementing the Data Management Procedures, for example the proposed High Security Servers regulation. In addition it will have questions to help with our annual requirements under the state Identity Theft Protection Act. Lastly we hope it will also act as an educational tool by making people aware of the data they have and their responsibility for managing their data.
High Security Servers
There was some discussion of the High Security Server regulation at our June meeting, after the public presentation at the June informal UITC. There has been very little feedback from campus on this proposal. We will use the results of the survey to help set the scope.

ASAP
The RFP process for a commercial product to replace the Automated Security Access Process (ASAP) will be moving into a proof of concept phase with one vendor in July.
Data Retention

In April the UNC System General Schedule was finally approved. The University Records site has been updated to include the new schedule. In addition the PRR website should be updated soon to include implementation procedures.
