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Web and Online Content 
· During June and August we scheduled 3 Q&A Open forums to discuss the Web Page Accessibility Regulation, standards and guidelines and the resources available at NC State to help faculty and staff comply with the web page regulation. While the attendance was very small, the word appears to be spreading as I have been contacted by faculty, colleges and other campus units.  Please continue to spread the word.
· Over the next three months we have scheduled many workshops to help the campus community create accessible online content.  Please check the workshop schedule http://www.ncsu.edu/it/education/schedule/index.html. We also continue to offer custom workshops on request.  
IT Learning Environment
· Last year we addressed the accessibility of remote access for Windows OS for people with vision impairments, integrating screen reader and screen magnification technologies.  This has been successfully deployed in the VCL and is available for remote access in the Windows environment.  This year we have found a solution for X Windows forwarding, making it possible to provide remote access to Linux/Unix environments.  
· For the past 9 months we have been working diligently with vendors to improve the accessibility of Learning Management Systems deployed at NC State.  I am happy to report that, while certain tools like whiteboards continue to be a challenge, the new version of WebCT Vista 4 and Elluminate version 7 are now functionally accessible for most disabilities.  
Pilot Project using Voice Recognition for Text Transcripts
· Voice Recognition technology has vastly improved, and we have just started a pilot project to explore the viability of using this technology to generate text transcripts of audio materials being generated on campus. Eight  faculty from different colleges have agreed to participate in the pilot It shows great promise, so stay tuned.
