The UIT-Software Subcommittee met August 29 to discuss the following issues:

Matlab Toolbox Licensing
NC State owns concurrent campus licenses of Matlab and various Matlab toolboxes.  There have been some faculty requests to add individual toolbox licenses for research to the overall campus license.  The Software Subcommittee has determined that there should be a business practice in place to address this need.  
A meeting date has been established between ITD, PAMS and Engineering to discuss this matter and to make a recommendation to the UIT.

Virtualization and the Microsoft Windows XP Upgrade
