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The Infrastructure Subcommittee has met twice since the previous report.  Meeting topics included a discussion of giving priority to outdoor areas for wireless coverage, current projects, and ways of handling exceptions related to port activation/deactivation.  The committee also discussed details related to the student computing survey from April.

Of particular interest on the survey is the fact that the library was cited as the primary location for which wireless network access was a necessity.  As of the beginning of the fall semester, we completed the installation of wireless throughout DH Hill as planned.

Additional progress of the wireless rollout included comprehensive coverage for the main CVM building – also ready for use by the beginning of the semester.  Design work continues in Talley/Price, Dabney/Cox/BoM, David Clark Labs, EBII, Patterson, and Gardner/Bostian.  Remember the priority list may be viewed anytime by visiting wireless.ncsu.edu on the web.

ComTech is in the final stages of filling a new Associate Director for Operations position.  This will result in a reorganization and tighter collaboration among the Operations, Student Services, and Business Services groups within ComTech.  We expect to introduce the selected candidate at the November UIT meeting.

We are continuing implementation of a new wireless management system (Cisco’s WSM) and deployment campus-wide is scheduled through early fall.  The new system provides a highly centralized management capability as well as automation of conflict resolution between APs.  As part of this project, older 802.11b access points will be replaced with 802.11g access points (which are backwards-compatible with 802.11b) increasing throughput as well as manageability.

The IP Telephony pilot scheduled for conclusion later this year is continuing.  The Park Alumni Center is completely served by IP Telephony and the Department of Communications in CHASS is expected to participate in the pilot program later this fall.
