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Wireless Networking

wireless.ncsu.edu is actively being promoted.  The new site combines existing and new information regarding wireless availability on campus.  In addition, the site allows campus stakeholders to vote for a hotspot.  One hotspot per month will be installed based on the results.

The policy workgroup has completed wireless PRRs that were unanimously supported by the infrastructure subcommittee during the October 29th meeting.

The strategy workgroup has determined the first 10 mini-zones which may be found on wireless.ncsu.edu and is proceeding with design work for those buildings.


CCTV standards – New design and installation standards have been developed for closed circuit television and have been reviewed by the infrastructure subcommittee.  The standards were included with the UITC agenda and will be posted to the ComTech website the week of November 15, 2004. ComTech continues to push forward with a pilot of the Perfigo authentication product with an implementation in Watauga Residence Hall later this month.  Perfigo was recently acquired by Cisco.

The group spent a great deal of time discussing the budget and will meet twice more before the January UITC to recommend priorities and a potential rate increase for ’05-’06.  The data budget will be a primary item on the January UITC agenda.
