Directory Services –

Last week ITD upgraded the LDAP cluster to brand new Sun Fire V210s, which provide significant increases on processing power, memory, drive speed, and drive space.  All of these factors increase the response time of the LDAP server pool by a great deal.  On top of that, there is also one more slave LDAP server in the pool.  (bringing us to 3 slaves and 1 master)

The slave upgrades provide an obvious increase in performance to end 
users, while the master upgrade allows us to update the directory in a 
shorter span of time, as well as handle future "real time" ldap updates 
here and there.  (for example, it may be possible to make updates to the 
online directory happen immediately)

We also fixed the usage of "givenName".  It was not supposed to contain a 
middle name which we mistakenly believed it was.  It now only contains 
a first name, and a "ncsuMiddleName" attribute has been added to handle 
middle names.  The "mounts" tree has also been updated to properly handle automounter functionality (from Linux and potentially Solaris).
