· Window 7 Campus Agreement – With the release of Windows 7, there has been renewed interest in the Microsoft Campus Agreement for Windows in which a few colleges and departments currently participate.  The campus agreement allows participants to install Windows 7 on any computer (physically or virtually), including lab machines.  Because of the new commitments by a few colleges, NC State is closer to having a campus wide site license of Windows.  Even without having a site license, NC State will be offered the lowest pricing for Windows which will be welcomed by current participants.  
The Windows Campus Agreement renews on December 31, 2009.  Colleges and departments that are not currently covered under the Windows campus agreement are invited to join the agreement, allowing colleges and departments to license Windows 7, as well as any previous version.

· Rosetta Stone – Rosetta Stone is software that is used to teach foreign languages (or English to those where English is not their native language).  After some interest from some groups on campus, we are working to find departments on campus who we can partner together to bring down the cost of Rosetta Stone.  We are getting a positive response on campus from those who are interested and will be completing a consolidated purchase soon.
