ENTERPRISE APPLICATIONS UPDATE


A. Recent production implementations
1. The Class Scheduling and Course Catalog components of Records went live in the Student Information System in October.
2. ASAP was replaced with SAR in September as the application used to request access to various administrative systems.
B. Financial Systems

1. .An upgrade to PeopleTools in the Financial System will occur November 15 – 16.
C. Human Resources

1. The Enterprise Learning module within the HR System is scheduled for implementation in January 2009.    

D. Student Administration

1. Information regarding the Student Information System (SIS) implementation can be found at 

http://www.ncsu.edu/sis.  Functionality remaining to be implemented includes Student Records Class Schedule, Student Records Registration, Student Financials Tuition Calculation, Student Records Transcripts, Academic Advising, and Student Records Term End.   
Major points of interest:

1. Go live for Enrollment/Permanent Records/Tuition Calc/Housing/Graduate Advsing is scheduled for February 9, 2009. User testing and campus communication is in progress.

2. Project is underway to decommission the mainframe. Dataset owners are currently being identified.
3. The student-facing component of Transfer Course Equivalency will begin phased implementation in late November (product is called u.select from the Red Lantern suite). Initial phase will implement with NC schools only.
4. Undergraduate Advising components of the Red Lantern suite are tentatively scheduled for implementation in May 2010.

E. Misc.

1. Assessment of Hershey and Documentum as imaging solutions for use with administrative applications is underway. Vendor presentations have been held, currently awaiting pricing information from Documentum and contacts at Schools integrating Hershey with PeopleSoft applications.
2. Project is underway to migrate the Advance application from Sybase to Oracle. Target implementation date is August 2009.
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
