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Matlab Toolbox Licensing
NC State owns concurrent campus licenses of Matlab and various Matlab toolboxes.  There have been some faculty requests to add individual toolbox licenses for research to the overall campus license.  The Software Subcommittee has determined that there should be a business practice in place to address this need.  
PAMS, Engineering and ITD have created a new business practice that details the process for purchasing new Matlab toolboxes or adding toolboxes to the existing campus Matlab license.  More information, including the business practice document, can be found at:

Microsoft Windows Vista 
Windows Vista will require “activation,” even for customers with a Volume License.  This is a very significant change from Windows XP which used “system-locked pre-installation” and media that had the VLK embedded in the software.  Microsoft's strategy with the new approach has two purposes: first, to combat piracy and second, to improve the customer experience.
