3. Once the PuTTy window has loaded, under ‘Saved Sessions’ select EOS and click load:
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4. Click ‘Open’ in the lower right corner of the window to launch the terminal.  You will then be presented with a login prompt.  Enter your NCSU Unity ID and password.
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5. You’re all set to use the terminal window and launch GUI based applications!
