. DESCRIPTION - REQUIRED COURSES

The Music Minor is designed for qualified undergraduate
students who wish to engage in the serious study of
music, and is meant to foster creative thought, aesthetic
understanding, and artistic self-expression. The 20-hour
curriculum includes courses in music theory, aural skills,

class piano, and history survey.

Specialized courses are offered in one of four curricular
emphases: (1) Performance, (2) Composition, (3) History,
and (4) Liberal Arts. Each emphasis has different course

requirements.
