Job Description
The North Carolina Film Office is seeking a highly motivated, creative and reliable person to assist in location scouting throughout the state of North Carolina.

The intern will be given assignments related to location scouting in general and other scouting assignments based on the needs of the NC Film Office.  Excerpts of scripts will be provided by the NC Film Office and the intern is then expected to scout for locations that meet the needs of the script.  The ideal candidate will provide as many potential ideas as possible, then seek out specific locations in the area to photograph.  Specific requirements of the photographs will be explained in an orientation with the NC Film Office’s Director.  The assigned photographs and a record of hours worked will be submitted to the North Carolina Film Office weekly.  This internship requires approximately 10-15 hours of work per week, but the hours may vary.  Assignments will be based both in the field and in the office.  Only locations within the student’s region will be assigned to ensure that miles travel will be limited.

Responsibilities also include meeting and corresponding with the Director and the Executive Assistant of the North Carolina Film Office throughout the internship to discuss and review assignments.  Most of the internship will take place away from the office at locations to be photographed; therefore the intern must be an organized and independent worker.

The expectations are comparable to that of a location scout position with a production department or other film related agency.
