Richard Duncan, MRP: Director of Training at the Center for Universal Design, has lectured, taught, researched and
authored on subjects of access and Universal Design since 1981. Mr. Duncan has headed accessibility and universal design
demonstration projects throughout the country.

Leslie Young, M.S., Director of Design at the Center for Universal Design, is a recognized national expert on architectural
accessibility and universal design, with 25 years’ experience in design for people with disabilities. She has in-depth knowledge
of the accessibility requirements in most federal legislation mandating accessibility, including the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990, the Fair Housing Act of 1988 and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

Rex J. Pace, B.E.D.A. Rex Pace is an associate of the Center for Universal Design who works on several ongoing core
design development and technical assistance projects. He is an architectural designer with 17 years of experience in the
universal design of residential and commercial environments and related building products.

Randy Burkett, FIALD, IES, LC has designed the lighting for a diverse collection of environments including convention
centers, museums, retail malls and stores, corporate offices, government facilities, health care and laboratory facilities and
building exteriors. Before establishing his own firm, he spent eight years with the Lighting Design Group of Hellmuth, Obata &
Kassabaum in St. Louis as its Director and as a Vice-President of the company. He is involved in IESNA Technical and
design committees including "Metrics of Quality", and "Office Lighting" and has served as an instructor at the University of
Colorado in Boulder, and Maryville University in St. Louis. He is currently a member of the Adjunct Faculty of Washington
University's Graduate School of Architecture in St. Louis.

Gina Hilberry, AlA Principal, Cohen Hilberry Architects, is also Affiliate Instructor, Washington University School of
Architecture. She includes UD in all projects; teaches and lectures on impact of access in design. She is a member of the
federal Access Board’s Public Rights of Way Access Advisory Committee and is also an ICC certified Accessibility
Inspector/Plans Examiner. As a consultant, she developed the set of UD criteria required by the St. Louis Affordable Housing
Commission in all of its new construction projects.

Anne Marie Kinerk, AlA is an architect with over 30 years experience in housing design and construction. As Chief Architect
for the Missouri Housing Development Commission she was responsible for ensuring that housing built with state and federal
funds met all applicable accessibility laws. She is a strong advocate for Universal Design as a way of ensuring that housing
funded by the state addresses the broadest range of housing needs of the citizens of Missouri.

Susan Stark, Ph.D., OTRI/L is an assistant professor of Neurology and Occupational Therapy at Washington University
School of Medicine. Dr. Stark studies how environmental supports like Universal Design influences the participation of adults
and older adults with disabilities. Dr. Stark teaches an Environment course to Occupational Therapy students. As part of that
course, OT and Architecture students partner during the Architecture student's studio course to apply Universal Design
Principles in their final projects.

William Wischmeyer, R.A. an architect, is currently an Affiliate Associate Professor at the Washington University College of
Architecture, and Director of the Architectural Technology Program. His work over the past 30 years in St. Louis has received
numerous honors from the St. Louis Chapter of the American Institute of Architects.
