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Three from Carteret honored at State 4-H Congress

Three Carteret County 4-H’ers were among award-winners at the recent 2011 State 4-H Congress, held July 18-21 in Raleigh. Congress is the high point of the 4-H year, bringing young people from across the state to the North Carolina State University campus for four days of activity.
Hannah Davis, 17, daughter of Jeff and Chris Davis of Beaufort; Emily Fontenoy, 16, daughter of Paul and Julianne Fontenoy of Beaufort; and Rosa Shanton, 16, daughter of Michelle Shanton of Newport, were inducted into the 4-H Honor Club, one of the highest honors a 4-H’er can achieve. New Honor Club members were tapped during a candlelight ceremony Monday night, July 18. 
Membership in the Honor Club is based on service to the 4-H program, leadership, moral standards, 4-H activities and project achievement. Less than one-half of 1 percent of North Carolina 4-H’ers are selected for membership each year. Members must be at least 16 years old and have a minimum of three years 4-H experience.

Davis is an 11th grader in home school who has been active in 4-H for 11 years. Her 4-H Clubs are Core Sound Shooting Sports and Newport Road Runners. Fontenoy, a 10th grader in home school and a member of Crystal Clovers 4-H Club, has been active in the 4-H program for 9 years. And Shanton, a 10th grader at Shanton Unlimited and a member of Crystal Clovers 4-H Club, has been active in 4-H for 8 years.
In addition, Fontenoy was awarded the Eloise Cofer 4-H Family and Consumer Sciences Award during congress.
