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Three Lee County 4-H’ers win state awards

Three young people from Sanford took home top awards from the N.C. 4-H Congress held in Raleigh July 18-21. Congress is the high point of the 4-H year, bringing young people from across the state to the North Carolina State University campus.

Tommy Caraway, 10, son of Tommy and Brandi Caraway; Beth Furry, 11, daughter of Derrol and Brenda Furry; and Sam Ward, 11, son of Allan and Courtney Ward, won contests designed to test 4-H’ers’ knowledge of a variety of subjects.

Tommy won the 9- to 10-year-old division of the horticultural production and marketing contest, sponsored by Southern States Cooperative and Wyatt-Quarles Seed Co. His presentation was about North Carolina’s carnivorous plants.

In the forestry and wildlife category, sponsored by the N.C. 4-H Development Fund, Beth won the 9- to 10-year-old division. Her presentation was on bats.

Sam’s presentation on camping won the 9- to 10-year-old division of the open class, also sponsored by the N.C. 4-H Development Fund. 
The three Lee County 4-H’ers were among more than 500 4-H’ers, volunteer leaders and North Carolina Cooperative Extension agents who attended 4-H Congress.

The 4-H program is the youth education program of North Carolina Cooperative Extension, based at North Carolina State and North Carolina A&T State universities. More than 218,000 young people between the ages of 5 and 19 participate in North Carolina 4-H activities each year with the help of 21,400 adult and youth volunteers.
