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General Information: There will be elections held to fill spots for Scholars Council for the remaining year. Any University Scholar can run for a position.

Applications Due: Friday, January 20, 2012 by 5:00 PM in the Scholars Office (102 Sullivan Hall).  Completed applications should be placed in the Scholars Council box in the USP office or given to Ken Johnson, Scholars Council advisor.

Elections:  Tuesday, January 24, Starting at 8:00 PM, the time you need to arrive will be emailed to you on the evening of January 20. 

Election Procedure: The election procedure for a Council position for the Spring 2012 school semester consists of the attached application and an interview held the night of elections. Every applicant will be allowed to stand and introduce himself/herself and answer a few short questions, and all Scholars Council members and new applicants will be given the opportunity to read all applications.   Applicants will be notified of the elections results by e-mail the next morning, and all results will be posted in 102 Sullivan.

Required Meetings: You will be required to come to meetings every other Tuesday at 8:00pm starting on February 7th.  There is a mandatory retreat the weekend of January 27th-29th.

What is Scholars Council?

1. Scholars Council is a group of 30 elected NCSU students who are participating in or have completed the University Scholars Program.

2. Scholars Council is an organization to serve Scholars.  Everything we do is for Scholars.  We plan social, educational, and community service activities for Scholars to attend.  In addition, all Sullivan residents are allowed to participate in any event we sponsor since Scholars Council uses Sullivan as its meeting facility.

3. Scholars Council meets every other Tuesday night at 8:00 PM in the Sullivan Classroom.  This is where the business meetings occur.  Other meetings happen frequently, whether in a committee meeting or at lunch with friends.  The business meetings are only a chance to inform the rest of Council about projects.  Most of the real service work is done outside of the regular meetings.

4. All of our projects are done through committees.  Each committee is led by a committee chair.  Any University Scholar can be on a committee.  Any Council member can be a committee chairperson.

What do Council members do?

1. Attend meetings. It is difficult to serve a large Scholar community when you don’t know what’s going on! Committees are formed at meetings, information is relayed, and projects are decided upon.

2. Be active on committees. This is the next step. We love seeing your face at meetings, but we also need your hard work and efforts to plan and execute all the projects we do.

3. Keep the Scholars Lounge Open. This is the easiest.  You are assigned nights when you need to open the Scholars Lounge (102 Sullivan) and keep it open for other Scholars to use. The times are from 8:00 PM to 10:30 PM Monday through Thursday.  You have your own key to the Lounge, and may use it any time you need.  You only need to keep it clean and locked up when you leave.
4. Show your enthusiasm for the Scholars Program. You know what a great program we’ve got here – let others know. Encourage Scholars to attend Council sponsored events, special events sponsored by the University Scholars Program, or any other activity that would benefit Scholars. This is the most important part of Council.
